Most nbn™ connections have an nbn™ connection box. There are some different nbn™ connection boxes
that are dependent on the different technology types.

To help with the identification of your connection type, or you are unsure of the connection type at your
premises, you can check your address at nbn.com.au/check. Here you will be able to identify your premises’
connection box information.

This section shows how to identify where the ID number and status lights are located on your nbn™
connection box. We recommend you have this information prior to contacting your internet provider.

How to remove the hard plastic cover: the nbn™ connection box should be located within a hard plastic
removable cover unless it is an older model. You may need to remove this cover to check for the ID
numbers. If you do need to remove the cover, pull back firmly from the bottom of the cover until you hear
the cover unclip from the device. Please reinstall the cover once you have the ID number by lining it back
up and pressing firmly on the top until you hear it click back into place.
